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Fearing Kejriwal
arrest, AAP goes
into a huddle

WHO REPLACES DELHI chief
minister Arvind Kejriwal if he
isarrested on Thursday? To try
and answer this question, if the
need arises, the Aam Aadmi
Party (AAP)isreachingouttoa
few of its trusted MLAs and
advisors, sources said.

Kejriwal has been sum-
moned for questioning by the
Enforcement Directorate (ED)
on November 2 in connection
with the excise policy case.On
Tuesday,partyleaders,including
ministers Gopal Rai, Atishi and
Saurabh Bharadwaj,said that the
BJP wants to get Kejriwal
arrested to“destroy”the AAP.

“A conspiracy has been
underway to eliminate the AAP
government since it came to
power,and now BJPleadersare
preparing for Arvind Kejriwal’s
arrest through the ED. BJP
leaders have been shouting
since Monday that since the
Supreme Court has rejected
Manish Sisodiaji’s bail applica-
tion, Arvind Kejriwal will be
arrested,” Rai said.

According to the sources,
AAP is also discussing the
mobilisation of ground sup-
portin case Kejriwalisarrested
on Thursday.

For AAP, finding a leader to
temporarilyreplace Kejriwal is
not going to be easy. With its
former deputy chief minister
Manish Sisodia and Rajya
Sabha MP Sanjay Singh in jail
in the same case and former
health minister Satyendar Jain
on bail in a different matter
relating to money laundering,
its pick of leaders is limited.

This is not the first time that
the party has had to go into a
huddle, fearing the CM’s arrest.
When he was called for ques-
tioning by the CBI in April,a few
nameswere suggested,but Kejri-
walwasallowed togoafterbeing
questioned for nine hours.
According to party sources, the
names of senior leaders like
Gopal Raiand Sanjay Singhwere
discussed at the time.

While governance in Delhi
is not an immediate problem
since Kejriwal, as Chief Minis-
ter,does not hold any portfolio,
the more pressing concern,
sources said, was to keep the
AAP'sflock together.The party
has 62 MLAs in a 70-member
Assembly. While several of its
MLAs are serving their third
term (since 2013) there are a
fewnewentrants—some from
the BJPand Congress.

“The challenge is to find
someone who is acceptable to
MLAs and who can exert a
degree of authority, because if
the CMisarrested,itis going to
be the biggest challenge that
the AAP will have faced so far.
The ideal choice would be
someone who has been in the
party since the beginning and
is trusted by the top leader-
ship,”said a party source.

Cop killed, convoy attacked in Manipur

Imphal, October 31

THE FRAGILE PEACE in
Manipur was broken on Tues-
dayas suspected militants shot
dead a sub-divisional police
officer (SDPO) in the state’s
Moreh town, along the border
with Myanmar.Intheevening,
a large number of state forces
along with a column of Assam
Rifles, which had left Imphal
for Moreh, came under attack.
The combined team, led by an
IG, DIG, and two SP rank offi-
cers, came under fire at two
locations along the Indo-
Myanmar Road, leaving at
least three police personnel

injured.

Police sources said the
SDPO was shot around 9.45
am while he was overseeing
the construction of a helipad,
jointly taken up by the state
force and the BSF.

He received a bullet in his
abdomen and was evacuated
to a clinic, but succumbed to
injuries around 10.15 am.
Police suspect he was shot
from a long distance by a
sniper.

The deceased, Chingtham
Anand Kumar, a Meitei resi-
dent of Haobam Marak
Chingtham Leikai in Imphal
West district, is survived by his
wife and four children. Kumar

hasinthe pastbeeninvolvedin
several counter-insurgency
operations, for which he
received the police gallantry
medal. His family said he had
been posted in Moreh for the
last two years.

Calling it a “cold-blooded
killing”, Manipur Chief Minis-
ter N Biren Singh assured that
the perpetrators would be
brought tojustice.“His dedica-
tion to serve and protect the
people will always be remem-
bered,” he said.
